When applying for admission to the Moscow State Academy of Water Transport foreign citizens shall submit the following documents:
1. The original and the copy of the identity document of the applicant;
or

The original and the copy of the identity document of a foreign citizen in the Russian Federation in accordance with Article 10 of the Federal Law of July 25, 2002 № 115-FZ "On the Legal Status of Foreign Citizens in the Russian Federation".
2. The state sample original certificate of education in the Russian Federation and its notarized copy;

or

The foreign state original document of education equivalent to the Russian Federation state standard of education and its notarized copy (if necessary, with evidence to establish its equivalence);

or

The foreign state original document of education duly legalized (if necessary) with its annexes (if it is provided by the legislation of the State, which issued that certificate of education) and its notarized copy;

3. Copies of the documents or other evidence to support the membership of compatriots living abroad to the groups provided by Article 17 of the Federal Law № 99-FZ;

4. A copy of the visa to enter the Russian Federation, if the foreign citizen has arrived to the Russian Federation for an entry visa (the original of the document is presented);

5. A copy of the immigration card issued when entering the territory of the Russian Federation;

6. A medical insurance policy valid at the territory of the Russian Federation for the citizens of countries with visa-free entry to the Russian Federation;

A medical insurance policy have to provide outpatient care to not less than 500 thousand rubles, as well as the costs of the posthumous repatriation not less than 500 thousand rubles.

7. Photos of 3x4 cm on matte paper - 12 pieces.

All foreign documents should be translated into the Russian language. Translation should be done on the name and surname specified in the entry visa as well as notarized (or certified by the Russian Consulate in the country of residence).
